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André-Frangois Marescotti was born in
Carouge, near Geneve. He received his
musical education first at the Conservatory
of Geneve and later in Paris with Roger
Ducasse. In 1930 he became Professor

at the Conservatory of Geneve. His works
include music for orchestra, soloists, chorus,
harp, organ, bassoon and voice. He also
published a work named “The Instruments
of the Orchestra”. The Piano Concert, the
Second “Carougeois” Concert and the
overture “Festa” are among his best known
compositions. Mr. Marescotti is at the
present time the President of the Federation
of International Music Competitions.
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Arturo Benedetti Michelangeli was born in
1920, in Brescia, Italy. He received his
musical education, first at the Venturi
Institute of Music in Brescia, later at the
Conservatoire of Milan, At the age of 19,
Benedetti Michelangeli won first prize in
the International Piano Competition of
Geneva, an achievement which marked the
beginning of his unique artistic career.
Maestro Benedetti is the most brilliant and
the most musical of those pianists who
have become internationally famous since
the Second World War. In addition to his
full activity as a concert pianist, Maestro
Benedetti devotes much of his time to
teaching in piano master courses, He is
now teaching at the Villa Schifanoia,
Graduate School of Fine Arts, Florence.
On December 9, 1973 ,Maestro Benedetti
gave a recital at the Salle Pleyel in Paris,
entitled “Mémoire du Martyre du Juif
Inconnu.”
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
